Course Description:

This course is designed for both music majors and other students interested in performing with
a stage chorus that features various styles of music. The chorus also travels within the college

service area to perform. This course provides an opportunity for musical self-expression and

continued development of individual and choral music skills.

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Explain music fundamentals as applied in rehearsals.

Demonstrate progress in the ability to sight read music accurately.

Match pitch within and among sections.

Demonstrate familiarity with choral repertoire.

Execute appropriate rehearsal and performance practices and techniques.

Perform choral pieces with accuracy, sensitivity, and appropriate phrasing and musical style.

Perform choral pieces with expressive use of technique for emphasis of melodic line,

nuance, and musical punctuation appropriate to a given musical style.

Perform with awareness of the concept of choral ensemble in elements such as breathing,

diction, intonation, balance, and blend.

Contribute to a musically expressive choral performance.

Perform notes and rhythms accurately.

Perform in tune.

Achieve ensemble in attacks and releases.

Achieve ensemble in musical phrasing and expressive use of technique for emphasis,

nuance, concept of line, and musical punctuation.
