This course provides private lessons in developing keyboard performance skills.

1. Demonstrate improvement in keyboard technical abilities. 
2. Demonstrate improvement in expressive use of technique for emphasis, nuance, melodic 

line, and musical/lyrical punctuation as appropriate to the musical style and individual 
ability level. 

3. Perform at least one composition from memory. 
4. Perform major and minor scales and IIVVI chord progressions in assigned keys.

B. Various styles for practice and performance 
C. Rhythm 
D. Key signature 
E. Dynamics

Learning Assessments: 

Course competencies will be assessed by attendance, class participation, written or oral practice 
reports, progress, playing tests, and juried final performance.

Selected solo and etude literature appropriate to ability levels.
